i. Title -  “Oncopig Cancer Induction Model”
ii. General Summary: The Oncopig is a preclinical model for cancer research. The transgenic model enables precise induction of diverse tumor types in specific tissues or cell types at targeted times. They contain human-like characteristics remarkably comparable in size, anatomy, histology, and drug metabolism. Transitional animal models serve a crucial role in bridging the gap between fundamental diagnostic and therapeutic oncology discoveries and human clinical trials. The Oncopig will serve as the oncology model to test various therapies.
